Starting from 2017-2018, the admission to the M.D (Siddha) programme
was conducted by this Institute as per the AIAPGET rank list. During 2021, 12
additional seats (2 each per Department) have been sanctioned to this Institute
for providing EWS reservation.

The patient registration/ management in the Ayothidoss Pandithar Hospital
attached with the Institute is done through Ayush Hospital Management
Information System (A-HMIS).

7.1 Out-Patient Department (OPD):

The OPD functions on all 365 days of the year, including National Holidays.
The healthcare services in OPD are free except for a first-time patient registration
cost of Rs.20/- for general OPD & Rs.500/- for Paid OPD and Rs.10/- for
general OPD & Rs.450/- for paid OPD for every subsequent visit. Senior citizens
are exempted from registration fees.

The basic investigations/tests (Biochemistry, Microbiology, Pathology),
X-ray, ECG are available in NIS. USG and Spirometry investigations are also
available. Employees, Students, Research participants, BPL Category patients,
Freedom fighters, physically challenged, and special children are exempted
from lab charges. The Siddha diagnostic methods Neerkuri, Neikuri tests are
also performed for diagnosis and prognosis purposes.

7.6 Peripheral OPD at tribal area, Kothimangalam village,
Thirukkazhukundram:

NIS opened an Out-Patient Unit at Tribal area in Kothimangalam Village,
Thirukazhukundram Taluk, Kancheepuram District on 02-03-2018 for rendering
healthcare service to tribal population. Special mobile camps are also being
conducted at the doorsteps of tribal area. However, the mobile medical camp
services are temporarily shut down from 14-03-2020 due to the COVID pandemic.

Doctor consultation and dispensing of medicine are free of cost for the
tribal population. All other categories of the population can also avail of treatment
service with a registration fee of Rs.20/- for OP Book and Rs.10/- for a
subsequent visit. No registration fee is charged for senior citizens. The OP
service is available from 9.00 am to 1.00 pm and 2.00 to 4.00 pm on all days
except sunday.

7.7. Paid OPD :

NIS has started the paid OPD services in the morning from 8.00 am to 12
noon from 06-02-2020 to cater the needs of the patients who require a special
consultation. The medicines are dispensed for 15 days in Paid OPD.
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7.8 Telemedicine:

NIS started the telemedicine facility in the APH on 22-05-2020, for
addressing the needs of the patients.

7.9 Post Covid Care OPD:

NIS started the Post Covid Care OPD from 03-12-20, exclusively to address
the Post COVID conditions of patients who were affected by COVID 19.

7.10 Hospital Statistics - Out Patient Department

During the year 2021-22, the outpatient department of Ayothidoss Pandithar
Hospital has given consultation and treatment to a total of 3,00,936 patients.

Patients are increasingly approaching NIS for Siddha treatment as is evident
from OPD statistics. A substantial number of patients visited the OPD this year
even during the COVID pandemic.

7.11 In-Patient Department (IPD):

Along with OPD services, National Institute of Siddha also has an in-patient
ward with 200 beds which includes a special ward consisting of 12 beds in six
rooms. IPD has a separate ward for male, female, and pediatric patients. For
general ward patients, all the facilities are given free of cost, especially food and
treatment. Rs 100/- is collected towards the admission fee.

For a special ward, two patients can occupy a single air-conditioned room
(A/C) with a curtain partition which includes an attached rest room. For admission
to special ward, an amount of Rs.1000/day is charged for each patient, which is
inclusive of consultation, medicine, and food. Due to COVID-19 Pandemic, IPD was
temporarily closed till 22-09-2021 and IPD bed strength had since been temporarily
reduced to 100 beds.

In terms of Rule.25/26 of Memorandum of Association, the affairs of the Society shall
be managed. administered, directed and controlled subject to Rules, Bye-laws and orders of
the society by the Governing Council (GC) and the property of the Institute shall be vested in
the Governing Council. However, an approval for the transfer of 1680 Sq.mtrs (35m x 48m)
i.e. 0.42 acre of land to Central Council for Research in‘Siddha, Chennai and the deletion of
the land value amounting to 0.19 crore from the “Fixed Asset — Land — Freehold” in the
accounts for the year 2021-22 was not specifically obtained from the Governing Council.

B. Grants in aid

Out of the grants-in-aid of 244.76 crore received and unspent balance of 29.52 crore
of previous year (total 254.28 crore), the Institute could utilize a sum of 245.68 crore, and
refunded to Ministry 20.14 crore leaving a balance of ¥8.46 crore as unutilized grants as on
31 March 2022,

G Effect of Revision of Accounts
The accounts of the Institute were revised based on audit comments as a result of which,
Assets/Liabilities decreased by 0.13 crore.

SCHEDULE 24
Significant Accounting Policies 2021-22

THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS are prepared on the basis of historical cost convention,
unless stated and on the accrual method of accounting.

ACCOUNTING FOR FIXED ASSETS:

Fixed Assets are shown in Balance Sheet at Written Down value method. Fixed assets
are stated at cost of acquisition plus all directly attributable costs/ expenditure, after
charging depreciation at Written-down value method.

Transfer of Land to CCRS

NIS land to the extent of 1680 sq.mtrs (35m x 48m) i.e. 0.42 acre has been transferred
to CCRS Chennai with the approval of the Ministry of Ayush for construction of their
Administration building. Accordingly proportionate value of 0.42 acres of NIS Land value
has been reduced and projected in the current year financial statements.

PHI PROJECT for Promoting the Siddha Interventions for Anaemia (Pandu) among rural
women at adolescent age in Virudhunagar Distt., Tamil Nadu was closed on completion
of the tenure of the project. Net value as on 01.04.2021 of Fixed assets procured utilising
the concerned project funds after providing notional depreciation upto 31.03.2021 as per
IT ACT has been treated as Capital Grants and then Capitalised. Depreciation for the
current year has been provided at rates prescribed by IT Act and net value of the assets
as on 31.03.2022 has been shown separately in Balance Sheet under Fixed Assets as
Assets purchased from PHI Project fund —Virudhunagar (Schedule 8 (i).

CHAMPION SECTOR SCHEME FUND FOR DEVELOPMENT OF DIGITAL/
IT INFRASTRUCTURE-

During the FY2020-21 an amount of Rs. 69.04 lakhs has been granted by Ministry of
Ayush for IT infrastructure development namely Rs. 40 lakhs towards procurement of
computers and Rs. 29.04 lakhs towards advance payment to National Informatics Centre,
New Delhi for implementation of E-office. During the FY 2020-21 Rs. 21,75,052 was
spent from the amount earmarked for procurement of computers and Rs. 18,24,948 was
left unspent as on 31/03/2021 and was utilised in the FY 2021-22 for procurement of
computers. The amount of Rs. 29.04 lakhs earmarked for E-office expenses has also
been utilised during FY 2021-22 for making advance payment to National Informatics
Centre, New Delhi. Advance is yet to be settled as on 31/03/2022 and included in
Rs.1,04,62,022 under schedule 11 pending utilisation certificate from them.

Capital Expenditure incurred towards assets procured during the year FY 2020-21 was
booked as project expenses of earmarked fund and was not capitalised. Since the assets
procured from this grant need not be refunded to the Ministry and can be kept in possession
of the Institute, it has been decided to capitalise the value of assets procured for
Rs.21,75,052 after charging notional depreciation as per IT ACT, being the Net value of
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Rs.17,40,042 as on 31/03/2022. Futher value of the Capital assets procured during the
year 2021-22 amounting to Rs. 18,24,948 has also been capitalised in the financial
statements treating the equivalent amount as capital grant. Depreciation as per IT Act
has been provided and net value of the assets has been shown in the Balance sheet
under Fixed Assets viz Assets purchased from CSSS- IT Infrastructure Development
Schedule 8(ii).

ACCOUNTING FOR DEPRECIATION:

DEPRECIATION is provided in Written-Down Value Method as per rates specified in the
Income Tax Act, 1961. For assets purchased before September (>180 days) full
depreciation has been provided and for assets purchased after September (<180 days)
half of the depreciation has been provided. In respect of buildings, since the extent
(area) and value of Residential Buildings (staff quarters) is negligible as compared to the
total value and extent of the building, it was decided to provide depreciation at par with
non-residential buildings and provided depreciation @ 10%.

VALUATION OF INVENTORY:

Physical stock of medicines at the close of the year is taken and is valued at cost of
purchase. Hospital Consumables and Lab consumables are treated as consumed in the
same year of purchase, and closing stock value has not been ascertained.

ACCOUNTING FOR GOVERNMENT GRANTS as per AS 12:

GOVERNMENT GRANTS are accounted on actual receipt basis. In respect of revenue
grant received during the year, since total revenue expenditure incurred is more than the
revenue grants received during the year, entire grants have been transferred to Income
and Expenditure account and as such no revenue grant is shown under current liability
(refundable to Govt), as per Accounting Standard 12. In respect of Capital Grants received
during the year, the grant is transferred to capital/Corpus Fund, to the extent of Capital
Grant Used for Investing/acquisition of Capital Assets during the year of receipt and
unutilised capital grant received during the year will be refunded to the government next
year, and are treated as current liability (refundable to the government), as per Accounting
Standard 12. All the other specific project grants received from the ministry and other
government bodies are shown under schedule — 3 — Earmarked/Endowment Fund and
the amount utilised for specific project are adjusted against the specific grants.

CURRENT ASSETS AND ADVANCES:

The Current Assets and Advances have a value on realization in the ordinary course of
time, equal atleast to the aggregate amount shown in the Balance Sheet.

RESERVE FOR PENSION:

No Reserve is made for Pension since all the staff of this Institute falls under National
Pension Scheme (NPS). Matching NPS contribution towards Tier-1 (employer’s share)
have been transferred to NSDL on monthly basis.
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PROVISION FOR GRATUITY AND LEAVE ENCASHMENT:

Provision for Gratuity and Leave Encashment for the regular staff has been made in the
Annual Accounts on the basis of Actuarial valuation

ACCOUNTING FOR OUTSTANDING LIABILITIES:

Liability towards outstanding payments for Establishment & Administrative Expenses as
on 31.03.2022 has been created in the current year Financial Statements by way of
Provisions and accounted in the respective heads of accounts in the Income and
Expenditure Account. Details of expenditure for which provision is made as on 31.03.2022
are provided in a separate annexure to Schedule 7.

RECEIPT AND PAYMENT:

All RECEIPTs/PAYMENTS during the year have been taken into account while preparing
Receipt and payment Account. All payments (expenditure/advance) and receipts under
various heads have been clubbed and shown in the R&P A/c.

ESTABLISHMENT AND ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENDITURE:

Administrative expenditure for the current year mentioned in the Schedule 21 has been
arrived after adjustment of prepayments and provision made for the previous and current
financial years.

Provision made for ESTABLISHMENT EXPENSES in the previous year financial
statements has been adjusted in the current year (Schedule 20). Provision for
Establishment Expenses for the month of March’22 and other salary head expenses
have been made and shown in Schedule 20.

EXPENDITURE TOWARDS CONSTRUCTION WORK/REPAIRS AND MAINTENANCE
WORK carried out through CPWD has been adjusted out of advance payments made by
this Institute to CPWD based on the Utilisation Certificates as on 31.03.2022 issued by
the CPWD.

PHARMACOVIGILANCE FUNDS under Central Sector Scheme of Pharmacovigilance
of Ayurveda, Siddha, Unani & Homoeopathic Drugs:

Grants for Pharmacovigilance has been received from the Ministry of AYUSH through Al
India Institute of Ayurveda, New Delhi is shown in Schedule-3- Earmarked/Endowment
Funds. Capital Assets acquired out of the said grants have been accounted separately
and notional depreciation has been provided. Details of assets procured utilising the
Grants is prepared is attached to Annexure-1 to Schedule 24. The value of such assets
has not been adjusted in the books. Since there is no clarity from the government regarding
the return of such assets to them, the written down value of Rs. 1,62,308 and total
depreciation value of Rs. 2,05,206 has not been adjusted in the books of accounts.

REGIONAL RAW DRUG REPOSITORY FUNDS:

The Institute has entered into an agreement with the National Medicinal Plants
Board(NMPB), Ministry of AYUSH, GOI, New Delhi for Establishment of Regional Raw
Drug Repository for ASU&H Medicine, Southern Plateau Region) which is a combined
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project by NIS Chennai, SCRI Chennai and RRIUM Chennai. The project period is 5
years and total project fund is Rs. 5 crores ( Rs. 1.5 cr —First year, Rs. 1 cr-each in the
second, third and fourth year,0.50 cr in the fifth year). The Institute is in receipt of total
Grants Rs. 2.5 crtill 31.03.2022 which has been divided among the three institutions as
per agreement. Accordingly Rs. 71,10,304 has been transferred to SCRI, Chennai and
Rs. 64,48,964/- has been transferred to RRIUM, Chennai and remaining amount is treated
as the Institute’s share. RRDR Funds received by the Institute is shown under Schedule
3- Earmarked/Endowment Funds. Expenditures incurred by SCRI, Chennai & RRIUM
Chennai against advance payments made to them have been adjusted based on the
Utilisation Certificate for the year 2021-22 submitted by the concerned Institutes. Advance
granted to CPWD for providing interior works including internal electrical installations
and illumination for Repository room/Museum in the New OPD Building of the Institute
has been adjusted based on the Utilisation Certificates as on 31.03.2022 issued by the
concerned Department. A statement containing details of Capital Assets procured utilising
the project fund after providing notional depreciation as per IT ACT has attached as
Annexure-2 to Schedule 24. Since there is no clarity from the government regarding the
return of such assets to them, the written down value of Rs. 34,98,039 and total
depreciation of Rs. 45,884 has not been adjusted in the books of accounts of NIS. Further,
Interest earned from RRDR Grants as on 31.03.2022 has been brought into account in
the revised accounts 2021-22 as per audit guidelines and shown in Schedule 3 as well
as in schedule 11.

INTEREST :

GOl grants and Internal revenue of the Institute are maintained in the same Current
Account (with flexi deposit scheme) held with Bank of Baroda, West Tambaram Branch.
50% Interest income earned from Bank of Baroda during the year 2021-22 has been
accounted as income from Govt. Of India Grants and another 50% as income from
Internal receipts of this Institute.

TERM DEPOSIT :

Current account held with Syndicate Bank was with Flexi Fixed deposit scheme. Now
Syndicate bank has been merged with Canara Bank. Since, Canara bank is not having
Current account with Flexi Fixed deposit scheme, they have accounted Flexi Fixed Deposit
in the said account as on 31.03.2021 as Term deposits. Necessary modification in this
regard has been made in the current Financial Statements.

(i) PROVISION FOR CONTINGENT LIABILITIES AND ASSETS

As per AS 29, Provisions contingent liabilities and contingent assets, issued by the
Institute of Chartered Accountants of India, the Institute recognises provisions only when
it has a present obligation as a result of a past event it is probable that an outflow of
resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation as and
when a reliable estimates of the amount of the obligations can be made. Provisions are
not discounted to its present value and are determined based on the estimate required to
settle the obligation at the balance sheet date. These are reviewed at each balance
sheet date and adjusted to reflect the current estimates.

A disclosure for a contingent liability is made where it is more likely that a present
obligation would not result in or involve an outflow of the resource. Contingent assets are
neither recognised nor disclosed in the financial statements.

(ii) CONTINGENT LIABILITY
Claims against the Institute acknowledged as debt Rs. Nil

(iii) CAPITAL COMMITMENT

Construction of New OPD Building BY CPWD within the NIS Campus is in progress
with the estimated Project cost of Rs. 31.66 cr. A total payment of Rs. 28.53 crores has
already been made. Remaining amount of Rs 3.13 crores has to be paid if any demand
is raised by CPWD.

(iv) INCOME TAX LIABILITY

As per the order under section 148A(d) of income tax Act 1961 dated 28-03-2022
received from ACIT (E) for AY 2015-2016 the income chargeable to tax of Rs. 43,49,38,000/
- represented in the form of assets has escaped for AY 15-16 in the case of National
Institute of Siddha being a fit case for notice u/s 148 of the Income Tax Act.

However, this order has been issued on the institute with PAN of AAHFN5635M
and this PAN no has already been surrendered by the Institute to the IT Department in
2014 and a new PAN Number AACTNO613L was allotted by IT department to the Institute
in 2014. The Institute has already filed IT return for AY 15-16 with New PAN No.
AACTNO613L on 15-01-2016 itself and Assessment order with Nil demand for AY 15-16
has already been passed by DCIT(E) vide Assessment Order 10.03.2017.

Inspite of the reply by the Institute vide letter dated 17.03.2022, the IT department
has now passed the above order stating that on the basis of the records available and
the reply submitted by the assessee in response to the notice u/s 148A(b) it being a fit
case for reopening by the notice u/s 148 of the IT Act. But till date notice u/s 148 is not
received by the Institute. On receipt of the notice the institute shall file IT return for AY15-
16 u/s 148 declaring NIL income as per the original return filed on 15-01-2016. Hence,
the institute disputes the Tax liability arising out of the above said Notice.
