The 10" International Day of Yoga was celebrated at the National Institute of Siddha (NIS) on
21.06.2024. This year’s theme, “Yoga for Self and Society”, was embraced through a Mass Yoga
Program held from 6:30 AM to 7:30 AM at NIS.

This new facility provided specialized treatments, including
Varmam and Thokkanam, supported by a team of experts to ensure high-quality healthcare
delivery.

6.6. Sensitization Programme on Ayush Insurance

A Sensitization Programme for the empanelment of Ayush hospitals with general insurance
companies across Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh, and Telangana was held on
08.11.2024 The event featured distinguished delegates, including Prof. Bejon Misra, Chairman
of the MoA Core Group of Experts, Dr. Koushthubha Upadhyaya, Adviser to MoA, and senior
representatives from Insurance Regulator (IRDAI) and the Ministry of Ayush. The programme
aimed to integrate Ayush hospitals into the insurance framework, ensuring affordable healthcare
and strengthening networks among state and private associations. With the increasing popularity
of Ayush treatments, the intervention by the IRDAI has encouraged insurers to:

e Develop policies to include Ayush treatments on par with other health services.
e Modify existing products to cover Ayush treatments.

e Establish controls and SOPs for enrolling Ayush hospitals, standardizing treatments, and
preventing fraud.
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The key objectives of the programme were to facilitate the empanelment of Ayush hospitals,
enhance healthcare affordability and build capacity for insurance claim documentation among
stakeholders.

6.7. Guinness World Record for Mass Varmam Therapy

The Guinness World Record for providing Varmam therapy to 567 individuals simultaneously
was achieved by the National Institute of Siddha on 18.12.2024 at its campus in Tambaram
Sanatorium, Chennai. The event featured 567 trained Varmanis (healers) administering therapy,
showcasing the effectiveness and reach of Varmam therapy, which is used to treat
musculoskeletal pain, neurological disorders and other health conditions. This remarkable
achievement highlighted the global significance of Siddha medicine and effectiveness of non-
invasive, drug-free therapies like Varmam. Vaidya Rajesh Kotecha, Secretary of the Ministry of
Avyush, applauded the achievement, emphasizing its impact on raising awareness about Siddha
medicine among younger generations. Prof. Dr. R. Meenakumari, Director, NIS, emphasized
Varmam therapy’s benefits for treating neurological, orthopedic, and musculoskeletal disorders,
calling it a unique and cost-effective treatment. The event further reinforced NIS’s commitment
to advancing traditional healing practices and bridging the gap between ancient wisdom and
modern healthcare.

6.8. Inauguration of the State-of-the-Art Pediatric Ward at NIS

6.9. 8" Siddha Day Celebration

The 8" Siddha Day, themed "Siddha for Public Health," was organized on 19.12.2024 at Anna
Centenary Library Auditorium, Chennai, by the Central Council for Research in Siddha (CCRS),
in collaboration with the National Institute of Siddha and the Directorate of Indian Medicine and
Homeopathy, Tamil Nadu. The event was graced by distinguished dignitaries including Vaidya
Rajesh Kotecha, Secretary of the Ministry of Ayush, Prof. Dr. Jegannathan, President, NCISM,
and Dr. G. Senthilvel, Director (i/c), NIS, Dr. Meenakumari, former Director, NIS and other
esteemed guests. The program featured the presentation of awards for outstanding contributions
to Siddha medicine, with the Hon. Minister of Ayush, Shri Prataprao Jadav, addressing the
gathering virtually.

6.10. Launch of QR Code Name Boards for Medicinal Trees at NIS Herbal Garden

National Institute of Siddha introduced QR code name boards for all medicinal trees in its Herbal
Garden, marking a significant advancement in public engagement with herbal medicine. The
initiative was inaugurated on 30.01.2025 by Mr. S. Balachander, TAS, Commissioner of
Tambaram City Municipal Corporation and Prof. Dr. G. Senthilvel, Director (i/c), NIS. The QR
code name boards offer visitors direct access to comprehensive information on each medicinal
tree, including its scientific and common names, along with its therapeutic uses.

This initiative reflects NIS's ongoing commitment to making
traditional knowledge more accessible and promoting the integration of herbal medicine into
modern healthcare.




6.11. 100 days TB Elimination Campaign & Awareness Programs

National Institute of Siddha actively organized the 100-days TB elimination campaign in 2025,
under the leadership of Prof. Dr. G. Senthilvel, Director (i/c). Key initiatives included a TB
screening camp on 25.01.2025, in collaboration with Kanchipuram Headquarters Hospital, where
75 patients were screened, and 9% were identified with symptoms suggestive of tuberculosis.
These individuals were provided with sputum collection, chest X-rays, and state registration
under the National Tuberculosis Elimination Program (NTEP). In addition, throughout January
and February 2025, NIS organized a series of TB awareness programs, including the display of
TB awareness banners at the Outpatient Department, a TB awareness program for hospital
workers on 24.01.2025, and the Ni-kshayShivir on 25.01.2025. On 06.02.2025, the Ni-
kshayShapath and Sensitization Program was conducted, where faculty, staff, and students
pledged their commitment to a TB-free India, with an inspiring address by Dr. M. Shahbaz Ijaz
from NTEP. A seminar on tuberculosis, featuring postgraduate scholars, was held on 07.02.2025,
covering key aspects of TB such as its epidemiology, pathogenesis, and treatment. NIS also
conducted a series of competitions on 10.02.2025, including a TB awareness short video, rap
song, and e-poster competition, and organized awareness programs for students, faculty, and
retired police officers on 14.02.2025 and 15.02.2025, respectively. Additionally, a Nikshay Mitra
enrollment campaign was launched from 14.02.2025 to 21.02.2025.

NIS observed World Tuberculosis Day on 28.03.2025, organized by the Department of Noi
Anuga Vidhi and the Department of Integrated Health and Translational Research, NIS, in
collaboration with ICMR-NIRT. The event featured expert talks, including one by Dr. M.
Rathika, RMO at the Government Hospital of Thoracic Medicine, along with research
presentations and cultural performances. On 29.03.2025, the institute also launched a nutrition
support initiative, distributing nutrition baskets to TB patients to aid in their recovery through
Ni-kshay Mitra scheme. These initiatives reflect NIS’s ongoing commitment to TB awareness,
early detection, and patient care, contributing to the national effort towards TB elimination.

In the academic year 2024-25, all 58 All India Quota seats were filled, while
the 2 ICCR quota seats remained vacant. A total of 58 students joined the first professional UG
programme, and classes commenced on 4 November 2024 (3" Batch).

8.1.2. Paid OPD Services

The Paid Out-Patient Department (OPD) at Ayothidoss Pandithar Hospital operated twice daily
to meet the needs of patients requiring special consultations. The morning session ran from 8:00
AM to 12:00 noon, and the evening session was held from 5:00 PM to 7:00 PM. Medicines were
dispensed for a 15-day period during each visit. This service ensured continuous access to
quality Siddha healthcare for patients in need of specialized consultations.

The consultation charges for the Paid OPD services were structured as follows:

e Initial Consultation: Rs. 500/-, inclusive of medicines for 15 days.
e Subsequent Visits: Rs. 450/- per patient.

e Senior Citizens: A 30% concession was offered, reducing the initial consultation fee to
Rs. 350/- and subsequent visits to Rs. 315/-, inclusive of medicines.

These charges were designed to ensure affordable access to Siddha healthcare, particularly for
senior citizens, while supporting the hospital’s operational needs.

8.1.3. Telemedicine

NIS introduced telemedicine services at AyothidossPandithar Hospital, enabling patients to
access healthcare consultations remotely. This service allowed individuals to connect with
experienced medical professionals via phone, providing expert medical advice without the need
for in-person visits. The initiative significantly enhanced accessibility to Siddha healthcare,
particularly for patients who faced challenges in visiting the hospital.
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8.1.4. OPD User Charges Details

The Out-Patient Department (OPD) at Ayothidoss Pandithar Hospital provided healthcare
services primarily free of charge, with nominal registration fees applicable. The fee structure was
as follows:

» General OPD Registration:
o First Visit: Rs. 20/-
o Subsequent Visits: Rs. 10/-

» Paid OPD Registration:
o First Visit: Rs. 500/-
o Subsequent Visits: Rs. 450/-

Diagnostic investigations such as Biochemistry, Microbiology, Pathology, X-ray, ECG,
Ultrasonography (USG), Spirometry, and selected Siddha external therapies were provided at
minimal cost to ensure comprehensive healthcare for patients.

Only Senior Citizens availing services in the above OPDs were eligible for a 30%
concession.

8.2.In-Patient Department (IPD)

In addition to OPD services, NISoperates an In-Patient Department (IPD) with a total
capacity of 220 beds, including a Special Ward with 14 beds spread across seven rooms. The
IPD is equipped with separate wards for male, female, and pediatric patients, ensuring
comprehensive care for all demographics.
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8.2.1.General Ward

In the General Ward, all facilities, including food and treatment, were provided free of cost to the
patients. An admission fee of X100 was collected at the time of admission. Additionally, a
minimum fee for diagnostic services and therapies was collected, if required.

8.2.2.Special Ward

The Special Ward consisted of air-conditioned rooms, each accommodating two patients, with
privacy ensured through a curtain partition. Each room was equipped with an attached
restroom.The charges for availing Special Ward facilities were as follows:

& 1000 per day per patient
& X700 per day for senior citizens

Additionally, a minimum fee for investigations was collected. There were no charges for
consultation, medicines, or food.

8.2.3.Siddha Diet Plan

All IPD patients were provided with a Siddha-based dietary regimen, which included:

The data indicated that there was no gender disparity in the provision of Siddha healthcare
services at NIS. Of the total 6,49,858 patient visits, 3,05,085 (46.95%) were male adults,
3,19,643 (49.19%) were female adults, 13,674 (2.10%) were male children, and 11,456 (1.76%)
were female children.

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The average daily patient reporting increased from 753 in 2005-06 to 1,780 in 2024-25,
with only marginal fluctuations in between. However, due to the COVID-19 pandemic and the
subsequent lockdown, the average reporting dropped to 865 in 2020-21, primarily due to
restrictions on fully operational OPD services. During this period, the Telemedicine facility was
also utilized to address emergency patient needs. Overall, OPD reporting has now stabilized,

reflecting the capacity of the available infrastructure and resources.

15. Establishment of Regional Raw Drug Repository (Southern Plateau Region)

National Institute of Siddha successfully implemented the Establishment of Regional Raw Drugs
Repositories (RRDRs) for ASU&H Medicine in the Southern Plateau Region, under the project
number IFC/TN-02/2019-2020-NMBP, initiated by the Ministry of Ayush through the National
Medicinal Plant Board (NMPB). NIS was selected as the lead institute for this project, with the
Regional Research Institute of Unani Medicine, Chennai, and the Siddha Central Research
Institute, Chennai, as collaborating partners. The project, with a total cost of ¥5 Crores, began in
March 2020 and is set for completion in five years. The first-year grant of X1.5 Crores and
second-year grant of X1 Crore were sanctioned by NMPB.Throughout the year, 568 raw drug
samples from plant sources, 58 metal and mineral origin drugs, and 12 animal origin drugs were
collected, processed, and preserved using silica gel. These samples were stored in the RRDR
museum, organized by regionTamil Nadu, Puducherry, Telangana, Karnataka, and Andaman &
Nicobar Islands. Additionally, 732 herbarium specimens were created from the raw drugs,
treated with mercury chloride and stored in the museum.

The RRDR museum also hosted visits from faculty and students of several prominent
institutions, including The Tamil Nadu Dr. M.G.R. Medical University, Government Siddha
Medical College, Bharath Institute of Higher Education, and SRM Institute of Science and
Technology. During these visits, discussions were held on the role and activities of the RRDR in
supporting the Southern Plateau region.

16. Pharmacovigilance

During the year 20242025, the Intermediary Pharmacovigilance Centre (IPvC) at the National
Institute of Siddha, Chennai, established under the Ayush Oushadhi Gunavatta Evum Uttpadan
Samvardhan Yojana Scheme (AOGUSY - 3986), reported a total of 34 Adverse Drug Reactions
(ADRs) and 85 Misleading Advertisements (MLAs). The Centre also conducted 8 awareness
programmes across academic institutions, hospitals, and public platforms to promote patient
safety and the rational use of Siddha medicines. These initiatives strengthened
pharmacovigilance practices and enhanced drug safety reporting among students, practitioners,
patients, and the public, including the following activities conducted by the Centre during 2024—
2025:

Significant Accounting Policies
2024-25

1. THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS are prepared on the basis of historical cost
convention, unless stated and on the accrual method of accounting.

2. ACCOUNTING FOR FIXED ASSETS:

Fixed Assets are shown in Balance Sheet at Written Down value method. Fixed assets are stated
at cost of acquisition plus all directly attributable costs/ expenditure, after charging
depreciation at Written-down value method.

3. ACCOUNTING FOR DEPRECIATION:

DEPRECIATION is provided in Written-Down Value Method as per rates specified in the Income
Tax Act, 1961.For assets purchased before September(>180 days) full depreciation has been
provided and for assets purchased after September(<180 days) half of the depreciation has
been provided. In respect of buildings, since the extent (area) and value of Residential Buildings
(staff quarters) is negligible as compared to the total value and extent of the building, it was
decided to provide depreciation at par with non-residential buildings and provided depreciation
@ 10%.

4. VALUATION OF INVENTORY:

Physical stock of medicines at the close of the year is taken and is valued at cost of purchase.
Hospital Consumables and Lab consumables are treated as consumed in the same year of
purchase, and closing stock value has not been ascertained for consumable items.

5. ACCOUNTING FOR GOVERNMENT GRANTS as per AS 12:
5.1 During the year 2024-25, the Institute has been onboarded to Treasury Single Accounts

(TSA) system wherein entire grants are parked in Reserve Bank of India and only assignment of
grants is conveyed to the Institute.

5.2 The Institute was assigned with total Revenue Grants of Rs. 74.62 crs which has been
transferred to Income and Expenditure account. There is no revenue grant left unspent.

5.3 In respect of Capital Grants of Rs. 7crs assigned to the Institute during the year, the entire
grants has been spent by the Institute.

5.4 All the other specific project grants assigned to the institute through Central Nodal Agency
(CNA) system as well received from the Ministry and other Government Bodies are shown under
schedule - 3 - Earmarked/Endowment Funds and the amount utilised for these specific projects
are adjusted against the specific grants.

6. CURRENT ASSETS AND ADVANCES:
The Current Assets and Advances have a value on realization in the ordinary course of time,
equal at least to the aggregate amount shown in the Balance Sheet.

7. RESERVE FOR PENSION:

No Reserve is made for Pension since all the staff of this Institute falls under National Pension
Scheme (NPS). Employee’'s NPS Contributions and Matching NPS contribution towards Tier-I
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(employer's share) has been fransferred to NSDL on monthly basis and the employer's NPS
Contributions has been shown as expenditure and included in Establishment Expenditure.

8. PROVISION FOR GRATUITY AND LEAVE ENCASHMENT:

Provision for Gratuity and Leave Encashment for the regular staff has been made in the
Accounts on the basis of Actuarial valuation and no investment is made against the provision.
Fund requirement for payment of retirement benefits are projected in the budget estimates and
payment of retirement Gratuity and Leave encashment is made from the grants released by the
Ministry.

9. ACCOUNTING FOR OUTSTANDING LIABILITIES:

Liability fowards outstanding payments for Establishment& Administrative Expenses as on
31.03.2025 has been created in the current year Financial Statements by way of Provisions and
accounted in the respective heads of accounts in the Income and Expenditure Account. Details
of expenditure for which provision is made as on 31.03.2025 are provided in a separate annexure
to Schedule 7.

10.  RECEIPTS AND PAYMENT:

All RECEIPTS/PAYMENTS during the year have been taken into account while preparing Receipt
and payment Account. Expenditure/Advance paid/ Advance recovered are shown separately in
R&P account.

2.  PHARMACOVIGILANCE FUNDS UNDER CENTRAL SECTOR SCHEME OF
PHARMACOVIGILANCE OF AYURVEDA, SIDDHA, UNANI& HOMOEOPATHIC
DRUGS:

This project fund has been shown in Schedule-3- Earmarked/Endowment Funds.
Capital Assets acquired out of the Grants received in earlier years have been accounted
separately and notional depreciation has been provided. Details of assets procured utilising
the Grants is prepared and attached as Annexure-1 to Schedule 25. Since there is no
guidelines from AIIA New Delhi regarding the return of such assets to them, the written
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down value of the assets and total depreciation on the assets as on 31.03.2025 have not
been reflected in the schedule-8 Fixed assets of the Financial statements but only shown as
Annexure-1 to Schedule 24.

3. REGIONAL RAW DRUG REPOSITORY FUNDS:

3.1 Details of transactions pertaining to the project has been shown in Schedule 3 of the
Financial Statement being Earmarked/Endowment Funds. During the year no grants has been
received. Out of the outstanding grants of Rs. 28,21,364/-, a sum of Rs 26,57,968/- has
been expended during the current financial year and unspent grant of Rs. 1,38,395/- has
been returned to NMPB as per their guidelines. As on date an amount of Rs. 256000/- only
left with KalakadMundanthurai Tiger Conservative Foundation, Tirunelveli as security
deposit which will be returned to NMPB or adjusted against future expenditure on receipt
of refund from the concerned department.

This project is a collaborative
project of NIS Chennai and SCRI Chennai. First year grants amounting o Rs. 16,92,600/-
was received by the institute from CCRS Chennai during the end of the financial year 2022-
23. From the grants received, Rs. 15,42,600/- was paid in advance to SCRI Chennai during
the year 2023-24 being first year share for the project and remaining amount of Rs.
1,50,000/- was retained by the institute. Details of Fund utilisation by NIS and SCRI are
shown separately in Schedule-3- Earmarked/Endowment Funds of the current year Financial
Statements.

4.2 Bank Interest earned from the grants up to the year 2023-24 was Rs.34,211/- and
bank interest earned for the year is Rs. 34,922/-. Details of Bank Interest projected in
Schedule 3- Earmarked/Endowment Funds since the interest earned for the grants is
refundable to CCRS Chennai.
